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We are thrilled to announce the upcoming installation of a newly built organ by Lemieux &
Associates, arriving December 2025. This custom-designed digital instrument, featuring over
200 stops and voices sampled by Walker Technical Company from historic Skinner organs, will
enrich our liturgy and expand our concert offerings for the community.

This symphonic style instrument, designed for both worship and concert use, will anchor
Trinity’s musical life for years to come. Approved by the Vestry at $460,000, this instrument
replaces the aging pipe organ whose repairs would have exceeded $1.5 million. Though the

organ’s facade will remain unchanged, a new movable console
built by R. A. Colby will replace the failing 1970 console, whose
decline has accelerated in recent years. The new console can
be rolled out to the center of the chancel for concerts, giving
audiences a clear view of the organist and creating a more

engaging experience.

Thanks to a generous matching challenge, the first $100,000
in donations will be matched dollar-for-dollar—doubling the
impact of every gift.
